Provadél je
Edison Research jménem National Election Pool. Osobni rozhovory v
den voleb byly provedeny na ndhodném vzorku 250 volebnich
mistnosti. Vysledky také zahrnuji rozhovory s predéasnymi a
nepritomnymi volici, které byly provedeny osobné na 72 mistech
predcasnych voleb, telefonicky nebo online. Vysledky pro cely vzorek
15 234 respondentit maji odchylku plus minus 2 procentni body; je
vetsi pro podskupiny.
