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Seismologové publikovali v ¢asopise Nature Geoscience studii
odhalujici to, co povazuji za prevraceni vnitfniho jadra Zemé, coz by
mohlo potencialné ovlivnit vlastni rotaci Zemé.

Vyzkumnici Xi Yang a Xiaodong Song z Pekingské univerzity ve
studii veri, Ze vnitini jadro ve skutecnosti pozastavilo sviij rotacni
proces poté, co se podivali na data, ktera mérila zmény jak tvaru
viny, tak doby priichodu seismickych vin od 60. let 20. stoleti.

Pri provérovani dat zjistili, Ze Grednici zjistili, Ze seismické viny
vykazovaly malou aktivitu asi deset let az do roku 2009, kdy ,,éasové
zmény tvaru viny soucasné a konzistentné zmizely“, coz naznacuje, ze
se uplné prestaly otacet.

Po roce 2009 seismické zmény dale ukazaly , Ze tyto vzory pred
spauzou” se vratily, ale Ze viny prochazely ¢astmi vnitniho jadra, coz

naznacuje, Ze se nyni otacelo opa¢nym smerem. Song a Yang véri,
Ze vnitrni jadro by mohlo oscilovat se zhruba 7oletou
periodicitou, pricemz by se sméry prepinaly kazdych 35 let.
Tyto oscilace by podle nich mohly pomoci vysvétlit 60 az 70leté
variace v délce pozemskych dni.

Pokud je jejich hypotéza spravna, nemélo by se zivotu na
planeté Zemi stat nic ,,Spatného“. Zvrat by nemeél ovlivnit
magnetické pole Zemé tak silné, Ze by se severni pdl a jizni
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pol preklopily, napriklad, ale mohlo by to zkratit délku dne
o zlomek milisekundy v priabéhu roku.

"Ma4 vliv na magnetické pole a rotaci Zemé a pravdépodobné i na
povrchové procesy a klima," fekl Song. "Tézko fict dobtfe nebo
Spatné, ale néco, cemu je treba vénovat pozornost v rameci globalni
zmény Zeme."

"Teoreticky se to déje jiz dlouhou dobu, ale pozorovani mame jen za
nékolik desetileti," dodal Song.

Jeden vyzkumnik pred vysledky studie varoval.

"Zmény, které zaznamenali, jsou platné, i kdyz to, co se ve
skute¢nosti déje, neni tak jasné," rekl John Vidale, profesor véd o
Zemi na University of Southern California, ktery se na studii
nepodilel. "Maji velmi dobrou analyzu a teorie, kterou vlozili do
novin, je v soucasnosti pravdépodobné stejné dobra jako cokoliv
jiného, ale existuje také nékolik konkurencnich napadu.”

Vidale tvrdi, ze v geovédni komunité existuje dalsi teorie, ktera rika,
ze vnitini jadro méni svou rotaci, ale v kratsich intervalech nez 70lety
cyklus predpokladany Yangem a Songem. ,,S nejveétsi
pravdépodobnosti je to pro zivot na povrchu irelevantni,
ale ve skutec¢nosti nevime, co se déje,” rika Vidale . "Je na
nas, abychom na to prisli."
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Je nepravdépodobné, Ze Londyn a Brusel zasadné zméni své zakladni
reSeni brexitu, odhalila zprava Spojeného kralovstvi v akademickém
organu Changing Europe (UKICE).

Navzdory propadu podpory brexitu mezi britskou verejnosti a
skutecnosti, ze britska ekonomika byla zasazena vystoupenim zeme z
EU, jsou podle zpravy velké zmény ve vztahu mezi Londynem a
Bruselem nepravdépodobné.
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UKICE Director Anand Menon said that “prospects of such a
renegotiation are slim.”

The organization referred to its polling in December, which showed
that 56% of Britons said they would vote to rejoin the EU, up from
45% in February, which is mainly in sync with other surveys.

On UK-EU relations, UKICE said that they were "far from either
settled or stable" but neither side seemed likely to want to reassess
the Trade and Cooperation Agreement (TCA) signed in December
2020 after more than four years of political wrangling.

"There appears to be little political space on either side of the
Channel for a major reconsideration of the relationship or
renegotiation of the TCA in the short term," the academic body
argued, citing a lack of trust, the UK’s domestic politics and the
benefits of the current deal to EU exporters.

"Changes to the relationship are likely to be slow and incremental in
the immediate future," UKICE said, referring to science research,
energy security and emissions trading as areas where both sides
could the current relationship could be deepened.

In June 2016, 51.8% of UK citizens voted in favor of terminating the
country's membership in the EU, against 48.1% who voted for to stay
in the union.
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On January 31, 2020, Britain left the bloc after 47 years of
membership. A transition period continued until December 31, 2020,

during which the UK was no longer a member of the EU but still
remained in the EU single market and customs union. London and
Brussels managed to negotiate an agreement on trade and
cooperation during that period.

The two, however, remain at odds over a spate of the Brexit
deal-related issues, including Northern Ireland Protocol,
business and fisheries. UK Prime Minister Rishi Sunak’s
government is expected to pursue the policy of developing
friendlier relations with the EU as compared to a political
line carried out by his predecessors, Liz Truss and Boris
Johnson.
