Ryan Graves, byvaly stihaci pilot amerického namornictva, ktery je

(AIAA) UAP Integration & Outreach Committee (UAPIOC), byl
prvnim pilotem, ktery zverejnil informace o svych pozorovanich
UAP. V nedélnim prispévku v The Hill , novinach zamérenych na

Verejné to vSak
potvrdil pouze jeden dalsi pilot. Vystoupil jsem verejné v roce 2019 s

velkym rizikem osobné i profesionalné, protoze se nic ned€lalo.
Minuly mésic Urad amerického feditele narodni zpravodajské sluzby
(ODNI) vydal svou prvni zpravu v podobé kazdorocni série shrnuti
usili Pentagonu najit, sledovat, vySetrovat a vysvétlovat UAP.

Pentagon loni v 1été zridil sviij novy All-Domain Anomaly Resolution
Office (AARO), ktery se téchto tkolt chopil.

Graves sledoval obavy Pentagonu a zakonodarcii souvisejicich s
narodni bezpec¢nosti a formuloval problém jako jedno z potencialnich
nebezpeci, které predstavuji americti rivalové, nikoli jako potencialni
navstévy mimozemskych bytosti .
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"Je zahadou, Ze zatim nebyly potvrzeny zadné zpravy UAP jako
zahranic¢ni." Pravé minuly tyden vSak ¢insky sledovaci balon uzavrel
letecky provoz po celych Spojenych statech. Jak mame rozumeét
stovkam zprav o UAP, které nesporné narusuji omezeny vzdusny
prostor a prekazeji civilnim i vojenskym pilotim? zeptal se. "Tady je
tvrd4 pravda." Nevime. UAP jsou problémem narodni bezpecnosti a

Graves poznamenal, Ze od jeho zverejnéni v roce 2019 se ozvali i
nékteri dalsi, coz vedlo k vySetfovani Kongresu a vytvoreni AARO, a
naléhal na ostatni, ,,aby udrzeli tempo a ukoncili stigma a ziskali
data.

Search For Survivors and Debris Removal Continues in Turkey
and Syria
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Early in the morning of Monday 6 February, an earthquake
measuring 7.7 on the Richter scale struck south-eastern Turkey and
northern Syria. Turkish President Recep Tayyip Erdogan said the
earthquake was the most powerful to hit his country in more than
eight decades.

According to the latest data, 3,381 people were killed and more than
20,000 have been injured in Turkey. In Syria, the number of
fatalities is more than 700 with more than 1,430 injured. Many
countries have sent rescue teams to Turkey after the earthquake.
