Podle zdroje maji vyvojari bezpilotniho letounu zkontrolovat systémy
a kontrolni mechanismy dronu béhem testti, které probihaji pred
prvnim letem UAV, planovanym na duben.

Testy prichazeji poté, co Sputnik citoval zdroj, ktery uvedl, ze rusti
inzenyri vyvinuli dron TrUMP tak, aby byl schopen dopravit az 250
kilogramu uziteéného nakladu na vzdalenosti az 600 km (370 mil).

UAV ma adajné cestovni rychlost 195 km (121 mil) za hodinu a letovy
strop 3000 metrt (1,8 mil). Je vybaven nakladovym prostorem o
objemu 2 650 litrti a v pripadé potreby miize shodit naklad na
padaku.

Zdroj uvedl, ze UAV, které je navrzeno k dorucovani nakladu
pozemnim silam, miize také fungovat jako iderny dron diky doli
sklopnym dverim nakladového prostoru. Navic miize byt dron pouzit
pro civilni ucely.
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Stoltenberg Says NATO Closely Following Increased Military Ties

"We are following closely the increased and stronger relationship
between China and Russia, we see that they operate more together,

they have exercises together, they have naval patrols, air patrols
together," Stoltenberg said on the sidelines of the Munich Security
Conference.

Russia and China regularly participate in joint military drills as part
of their broader cooperation in this field. From February 17-27, the

two countries are taking part in trilateral maritime drills together
with the South African forces off the South African coastal province
of KwaZulu-Natal in the Indian Ocean.
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
